This Education Profile of South Carolina consists of Associate's degree
National Center for Education Statistics. four years of full-time equivalent college work.
Bachelor's degree

An award that normally requires at least four but not more
than five years of full-time equivalent college-level work.

Post-baccalaureate certificate

An award that requires completion of an organized program
of study equivalent to 18 semester credit hours beyond the
bachelor's. It is designed for persons who have completed a
bachelor's degree, but do not meet the requirements of a
master's degree.

Master's degree

An award that requires the successful completion of a
program of study of at least the full-time equivalent of one
but not more than two academic years of work beyond the
bachelor's degree.

Post-master's certificate

An award that requires completion of an organized program
of study equivalent to 24 semester credit hours beyond the
master's degree, but does not meet the requirements of
academic degrees at the doctor's level.

Doctor's degree
The highest award a student can earn for graduate study.

First-professional degree

An award that requires completion of a program that meets
all of the following criteria: (1) completion of the academic
requirements to begin practice in the profession; (2) at least
two years of college work prior to entering the program; and
(3) a total of at least six academic years of college work to
complete the degree program, including prior required college
work plus the length of the professional program itself.
